THE TRADE OF CANADA.

(From the l'oronto Globe )

ly satisfactory. They wdicate that, i spite of
the derangement of business by the Awmerican
war, and of etker adverse ecircumstances, our
trade e #till on the inerease.  The importations

There has thus been a gross inerease in the
balf year’s importations of $3,758976, or very
unearly eighteen per cent. DBut there has been a
very considerable deerease in the importations of
free goods other than coin and bullivu. The
increase in coin  and bullion has been nearly
twenty per eent., while that iu the dutiable goods
has been almost fifty per cent. As just about
three-fourths of the free goods, other than evin
or bullion, which we hmport, cowes from the
United States, we must attribute the ehange in
those articles in part to the state of affairs in that
| country. A very large share of our free imports
from the United States is made up of agricultu-

p o and ite dimivution way iudicate w hat
we weuld naturally expect, that the war is reduc-
ing the amount of such produce which our neigh-
bours have to export. §urly the whole of that
produce which comes to Canada, comes to be
sold out of the country again. So fur as some
