Sup-
port for this fund came from all
over the world and in May, 1047,
the first whetlchair coach in the
world was completed at an ap-
proximate cost of $16,000.00. At
that time Callow sald, ‘“There’s
one fellow here at the hospital
who's been in a wheelchair aeven
years, In that time Me's  Dbeen
away from the hospital only three
times.
