" HAS NO SCIENTIFIC BASIS.

Vacination Has, llmw-n-r. the Support of
Tucontestible Experience,

Ought we to continue to vacinate if
we cannot give a scientific why and
wherefore for our work? asks the Lon.
don Hospital. This question may be
answered by asking another, or several
others. Ought a baker to bake bread
and his customers to eat it if he cannot
give a scientific demonstration of the
process of fermentation which takes
place in the dough? Ought a farmer to
sow corn who is not able to explain the
chemico physiological progress of the
development of the radicle and the pul
mule? The truth is—and weare almost
ashamed to put such an elementary pro
position into the pages of a scientific
journal—that the facts and empiricisin,
arts and manufacturers, all take pre
cedence of science in the order of huwa
development. Whole generations ol
men—the majority, indeed, of maukind
—have lived and worked and died with-
out the consciousness that science was
80 much as possible. Science—the
knowledge andcomprehension of things
in their essence and causes—is the latest
of all human cdevelopments.

We wmust, then, do with waccination
as wedo with opium. We ask of opinm -
What is its history? What Las it done
in medicine? And the answer is that of
all substances which mankind has yet
discovered it is the most indispensanl
for the beneficent work of the relief o.
human pain. Therefore, though we sti.
lack a complete demonstration of the
therapentic modus operandi of opiawm,
we continue to use it and shall probabiy
g0 on doing so to the end of time. Sim
ilarly we ask of vaccination this question
of questions: What has it done in the
world? And the answer is that it has
defeated in open conflict one of the dead
liest enemies of mankind, and has put us
on lines of investigation which may rob
all pathogenic organisms of their ter-
rors. If such should be the grand re
sult, it is obvious that the mind of maun,
by how much itis delivered from ig
noble bodily fears, by so much will it
rise to greater and greater heights of
boldness and intellectual achievement.
This we can all see. But medical men,
as custodians of the science as well as
the art of healing, must constantly re-
member that vaccination and inocula
tion can never achieve these magniﬁ‘ ent
results until they are firmly estallished
upon a basis of scientific reason, as well
as upon a foundation of solid and un-
challeugeable fact.

sSaered luglll- of l’ru;-u-r

A curious fact has been brought to
public notice in England by the coaduct
of Rev. John Vallancy, perpetual curate
of Rosliston, who. in the Burton County
court, prosecated the daughter of one
of his parishioners for trespassing in
*his” churchyard, and damaging *"his”
hay, by visiting her sister's grave and
placing flowers thereon. For this out
rage on the sacred rights of property he
claimed damages to the amount of 1s
6d. He contenc2d, says the New York
Evening Post, that the churchyarl was
his private property, and that no one
had a right to go into it without his per
mission. He cut ‘he hay and stacked
it in his yard, an¢ had by a forual
notice interdicted the defendant from
damaging the crop by trimmiag the
grass over her sister's grave, whicu ha
been done for three years. When the
young lady persisted in visiting the
grave he followed her, took hold of her,
and, with a contemptuous remark upon
the flowers which she had placed there,
knocked them off the grave with his
stick. The reverend suitor iost his case
because he was only a perpetual curate.
Had he been a rector he could have
recovered. A London newspaper iu
commenting upon the case says: ' By
two sentimental fictions the churchyar..
is God's acre, and the chirch the na
tional or the people’s church. Dat in
dry law God's acre is the incumbent’:
freehold, and the only right of the people
in the ‘national’ churchyards is the righ
to be buried there. ‘I'he rude fore
fathers of the hamlets’ the ‘village
Hampdens,” and all the rest, when once
laid to sleep, merely serve the purpos
of enriching the parson’s hay crop, snd
their posterity may only visit their
graves subject to the permission and
convenience of the lord of the soil.”

Simple Explanation of Grip.

Medical writers make it clear why
grip is so fatal. They tell of hemor-
raghic and pymmic or septico pywemic
results, with purulent and gangrenous
inflamation of the lung tissues and fre-
quent metastzsis to other organs. One
case of hemorraghes and huu.ltuuhls in
the muscular tissue, parenchymatous
bleedings by diapedesis, pachymeningitis
hemorrhagica interna, is mentioned. Iv
many cases there is hypersemia of the
pia, also meniugeal inflitration and sup-
purative meningitis and hemorrhage into
the lateral ventricle, and very frequently
lobar puewmnonia.—St. Louis Post Dis-
patch
