OTTAWA (CP) — Canada has
inoculated about 750,000 children
with the Salk polio vaccine so far
—without a single report of a child

The sec-
ond class, slack or dry barrels
were made to contain fruit, vege-
tables and non-perishable ma-
terials. The demand was largely
for tight barrels and oak staves
were preferred for these because
of their strength and durability.

The staves were wider in the
middle to give the barrel a bulge
and they had their edges properly
bevelled to make them fit closely
together throughout their entire
length when placed im the set up,
