The fatal accident occurred
about 7 p.m. Oct. 8, when Mr.
Morrissey was enroute to Char-
lottetown to attend the funeral
of a sister, Mrs. Martin Pow-
er of 19 McGill Terrace, the
following morning.

The coroner’s jury took 55
minutes to reach its verdict.
