Remarkable Decline Seen

'In Oil Industry

y T. M. CLARIDGE
VICTORIA (CP)—British Co-
|imbia’s oil industry, which
some experts a couple of years
ago said would soon rival Al-

berta’s, has hit a decline which
one government official de-
scribed as “‘remarkable.”

In terms of recent statistics
the decline has been spectac-
ular. By the end of May only
|53 drilling permits had been
-anted by the petroleum re-
| sources department, compared
| with 105 at the same point last

ar.
And of 68 wells drilled so far
this year 39 have been aban-
doned as dry—not bad for most
of the world’s oilfields, but well
bel in

The total footage drilled also
is down sharply, to 306,502 feet
from 540,214 at the comparable

o| date last vear. Wildcat drilling
‘has been halved to 126,066 feet.

A petroleum resources official |
suggested two possible explana-
| tions: A lack of prospective
new markets for natural gas
and the fact recent drillings|
have failed to uncover any ma-|
jor new field.

“We are finding little pools,”
he said, “but we need a major
one to get things going again.” |
