Contrary to general expectation the vote
on the Home Rule Bill was not taken last

night.  Morley, Secretary for Ireland, re
sumed the debate and announced that the
Government had decided to proceed to a

vote on the details of the Bill, as it now
stands, instead of accepting the resolution
affirming the principle of Home Rule.
Gladstone never expected to succeed with
one blow or to carry his scheme with a
rush. Neither the vote nor an appeal to
the countr would be the end of this ques-
tion. Let not its opponents imagine that
by driving the Government from the stage
the curtain we yuld fall on the last scene of
the fifth and final act of the Irish question.
One thing is certain no other measure, un-
less based on Gladstone’s lines could be
carried one single efiective step. The de
bate adjourned.
