A By Law in Addition to the Pres-
ent By-Law for Ranitary Pur-
poses, for the Purpose of More
Effectually Enforcing Cleanliness
in the City.
Be it enacted by the City Couucil of the
City of Charlottetown as follows :—
1st. That upon the refusal or negleet of any
owner or occupier of any house, warehouse,
cellar, yard, field or other place in the said
City to remove any dirt, manure, animal or
vegitable substance, stagnant water, filth or
reiuse matter of apy kind off and from such
premises, after receiving 48 hours notice from
the Sanitary Ufficer to remove the same, it
shall be the duty of the ~anitary Officer, and
he is hereby authorized and required to cause
the same to be removed at the expense of the
owner or oceupler so notified as aforesaid. Afl-
ter such removal as aforesaid, the Sanitary
Officer shall forthwith demand payment of
the cost of removing the same, and uniess
paid on demand, shall sue thereior before the
Stipendiary Magistrate; and a like remedy
tor the collection thercof as for the enforce-
ment of the penalty under the By-Law for
Sanitary Purposes, Chapter XVIL, shall be
applicabl: for the recovery of the amount
thereof.
