first on-the-spot attempt to sell
his brand of communism on
African soil and left for
home with a healthy tan, a sat-
istied smile and a nickname:
““Artichoke.

He got the nickname because
the Egyptians found Khrush-
chev hard to pronounce, while
artichoke — which comes out

“'karshoof" in Arabic—seemed
to_fit handily.
