our nature and hangs over our prospects ;
dreary and wretched life is not the whole of
man ; that a being of such profieiency in science and
virtue ir not like the beasts that perish ; that there,
is a dwelling-place prepared for the spirits of the just
that the ways of God will yet be vindicated to man.’

PERSECUTION IN JAPAN.

There are in Japan 25,000 native Roman Catholies,
desconded from the Christian converts left there 200
years ago, the time Japan was closed to foreign iater-
course. They are scattered throughout the empire,
and thore are no new converts. A large portion ef
these Christians reside on the Island Kia Siu, and Ne-
zosoke is their central point, where there are a'Reman
Catholic bishop and soveral priests. So far as possible
they have hitherto held their worship in scoret. and in
the night.

The Government must have had notice of ‘these
meetings for a long time, but it took ne measures about
them until the Budhists and Lentoo priests complained
bitterly that their revenues from burials and other re-
ligious ceremonies were rapidly falling off. These

They declared themselves unable to do so, as the pris-
oners were arvested as criminals under the imperial
laws of Japan. They, however, gave assurance thas
none of the prisoners had been tortured, and that the
wants of those arrested and their families would be
provided for, and in the future no arrests would be
made without the direction of the supreme government.
Afterwards no arrests were made,

The Governors in this case denied that they were ar-
rested for being Christians, and renewed all previous
assurances. Mr, Van Valkenburgh then addressed an
earnest remonstrance to the Tycoen's government.—
No answer had been received when the steamer left,
but it was understood that orders had been forwarded
by the Government to Nagasoki for the release ot the
prisonors. The Secretary of Btate urges upon the Ja-
panese Government the abrogation of the law which
proscribes Christianity.
