The general terms of those secret protocols
deal first, with a recognition of the claim that
Finland, Iisthonia and Iatvia belong in the
sphere of sxclusive Russian influence; second
admission of the right of Turkey to dictate the
policy of Bulgaria; third, last but not least, tl}e
right of Russia to demand a share of Poland if
partitioned or if Rumania_is obliged to cede
part of her territory to Hungary- It will be
seen that Hitler sold out to Stalin completely.

The Russians may have a pact with the Ger-
mans, even a military alliance, but they do not
trust them an inch. Clearly Stalin could not
let a moment pass without demanding immedi-
ate satisfaction for his claims which Germany
has accepted. He is unwilling to await the end
of the war when the situation, as he knows very
well, may be entirely different again.  Im-
mediate satisfaction of those demands may be
the price expected by Stalin for deliveries of
raw materials, especially oil, to Germany.

Nazi Nuggets

K book just published by Clara Leiser, entitled

Nazi Nuggets, gives extracts from speeches and
articles by prominent officials of the Reich, who
are condemned out of their own mouths. At
Nuremberg a year ago, Hitler asked: “Upon
whom did we inflict a single injury in these
four years, or from whom have we taken his
possessions?”  And in the same speech he trust-
ed that “no mother will ever have cause to weep
in consequence of any action of mine,” protest-
ing also that “no FEuropean nation has done more
for peace than Germany.” But, in spite of this
pacific disposition, he described war in the same
breath as “the simple aftirmation of life.” Sup-
press war, he said, and “it would be like trying
to suppress the operaticns of nature.”

Let us turn from the Fuehrer to his Minister
of Propaganda, Dr. Goebbels, who declares,
prophetically enough, “We know where we be-
gan; but only God knows where we will one day
cend.” Intelicctual activity, he warns, is a “dan-
ger to the building of character.”  One must
just obey blindly, without thought or question.

Some of the utterances of so-called “German
Christians” are too shocking to be reproduced.
Hitler is defied and the fulsome adulation with
which the sycophants hail their leader is as
blasphemous as it is nauseating. By compari-
son with the outpourings of some .of these
“churchmen,” the contribution of Dr. Franck,
Reich minister for justice, can only be consider-
ed mild.  “Hitler is lapely,” he writes feelingly,
“so is God—IHitler is like God.” A pamphlet
assures us that “Jesus was Aryan on both paf-
ents’ sides”” There is much more—and much
worse—to this effect.

fer to work a while longer and
with more cases before he could
say definitely that pituitary ex-
tract (from sheep) would restore
lost hair.

Now, in 1939, Dr
Clinical Medicine
gives further details of
with pituitary extract.

“A large clinic was established
for me at the Research and Educa-
tional hospitals of the University
of Illinois. Every known type of
hair disturbance was placed at my
disposal through the favorab'e
effect of the tremendous publicity
in the newspapers that followed my
first report.”

Wartime Enemies
At Home

(Judith Robinson in the Globe and
Mail)

Last June the Canadian Govern-
ment bought four million pounds of
butter for free distribution to needy
families. It did it trying to relieve
the glut of butter in storage and
help the dairy industry. The sur-
plus poundaze was depressing
prices. In June, official estimates
were that twice the normal amount
of butter was in storage in Can-

da.

Last week, when the Wartime
and Trade Board was ap-
pointed, there were still more than
55 million pounds of butter in
storage in this country every pound
of it bought at the depressed prices
caused by a glut of butter. The
price paid for butter by the con-
sumer has gone up five cents a
pound since then.

Fifty-five million times five
cents is $2,750,000 of wartime pro-
fit that didn’'t go to.the Canadian
dalry industry.

Meats are up on an average four
cents a pound over last week, as
everybody knows, When the War-
time Prices and Trade Board was
appointed, there were more than
42 million pounds of meat in stor-
age in this country; 7 million
pounds more than at this time last
vear. The war profit on 42 million
pounds nf meat at four cents a7
nound comes to $1,680.000; none of
it for the farmers who grew the
meat.

Flour has gone up one dollar a
hundredweight since the Wartime
Prices and Trade Board was ap-
pointed. A 24-pound bag that cost
65 cents last week costs 90 cents
now. All the flour on sale in Can-
ada now was milled from last year's
wheat crep, bought from the farm-
ers at last year's price. Every grain
elevator in the country is still
stuffed with wheat bought at that
price, and the West reports the
biggest wheat crop since before the
drought already harvested.

These reflections are only a
simple consumer’s. They leave out
of consideration the grain ex-
change. They leave out the prac-
tice of hedging which requires a
flour miller to buy himself five
bushels of wheat at today’s price
every time he sells twenty-five
pounds of flour made out of last
year's crop. They leave out other
mysterics of peacetime trading, de-
signed to ensure that the middle-
man's profit shall roll on and up
forever.
