Deer and moose are legal game
in specified areas after being pro-
tected since 1952 and the area
where ‘“‘either sex' elk hunting is
allowed is larger this year than
last.

Good stocks of deer and elk have
ibeen reported and mule deer are
increasing in numbers.

D. E. Forslund, superintendent of
game for the province, said it is
impossible to compare the over-all
hunting yield with last year's. He
said it will not be known until lo-
cal distributors report at the end
of the season how many licences
were sold.
