Mr. Gibbons
seemed surprised , he arose and
was again surprised when ‘‘One
Man” sent a blow to the lunch
basket: McCluskey knocked him
out for keeps in the last of the
second round.
Eddie Kenny of St. Theresa
was a popular fighter in New
York rings around the turn of
the century. He boxed in the
light weight class. He was one of
five fighting brothers. Probably
the most famous of the clan was
that ever popular Wild Bert.
Nevertheless Eddie didn't have
to take a back seat to any of
them. He was ever willing to
trade blows with the best in
his class in his day. He traded
punch for punch with such pro-
minent fistic greats as Battling
Nelson, Charley White and
“Knock-Out” Brown.

Gus Longaphie is another Is-
land man that made good in the
boxing ring in this city. Back a-
round 1930, he fought in the lighit
division and was as courageous
a little battler as ever laced on
a fair of boxing gloves.

He is now handling a number
of local boys such as promin-
ent young leather punchers: Bob-
by Quinn, Leo Steele and Billy
Purcell.
