More millions were spent for
buildings, a park, libraries, art ob-
Jects, books and records, There
are also uncounted instances of his
lordship’s help to individuals and
associations.

GRATEFUL UNIVERSITY

“How the university would have
managed without him I don't
know,” says Dr. Colin B, Mackay,
president of UNB, of which Lord
Bel?verbrook is life honorary chan-
cellor.

His gifts to UNB include en-
trance and overseas scholarships,
men’s and women'’s residences, a
gymnasium, library, rink, law
school building at Saint John, the
president’s residence, invaluable
historical papers and books He
also established scholarships at
other New Brunswick universities.

He refurnished the Presbyterian
manse in Newcastle, where he
spent his boyhood, as a lbrary
for the community, stocked with
10,000 volumes he gave. He con.
verted the town's former burial
place into a 12-acre park and
built a rink at Newcastle and
large town hall, including an audi-
torium.
