The Chinese Reds have Japan to thank for much of Manchurla's
industrial development. Before 1931 there were but two malin coal

mines in the territory, at Fushun and Penkihu. The Japanese open-
ed six others. During their occupation, coal output was increased
almost tour-fold.

Iron mines can be found at Anshan, Tungtientao and along the
Mukdon- Antunz railway, and the iron deposits total a billion and &
third tons.

In these coal-iron areas Manchuria's industries are concentrated—
industries which feed the Chinese Red armies. These industries in-

clude steel mills, machine tool shops, cement factories, chemical
plants, textile mills.
Manchuria also has at least half a hundred airficlds. Mukden

alone has six (five fighter fields, one bomber base). Within 500 miles
of Seoul—an easy bambing distance, by modern standards — are im-
portant bases at Pinkiang (Harbin), Antung, Changchun, Mutankiang,
Linkow, Tungliao, Kailu, Anshan, Chengteh and Chihfeng.

North Korean airfields have been so badly pounded by the Allies
that they now are all but useless. Any large-scale enemy air oper-
ations, therefore, must be based in Manchuria,

But if the Reds, by mounting a big-scale drive from Manchuria,
figuratively thumb their noses at Allied desires to localize the con-
flict, a new and perhaps explosive phase of war will begin.
