sightedness in this respect cost a
slam.

The bidding, at any rate, was
quite logical. South had reason
to think that he ¢ould make three
noirump simply by virtue of a
spade stopper in dummy; and
North, for his .part, realized that
he had an excellent hand under
the circumstances and indicated
the fact by bidding over three no-
trump.

West opened the diamond queen.
South won with the ace and rat-
tled off six of his seven trumps,
keeping three spades, two hearts
and the blank ‘ diamond king in
dummy. West, meanwhile, had
been in some difficulties for dis-
cards, but he held on grimly to
his three spades and the K-J of
hearts, leaving it to his partner
(who had played the diamond
nine on the first trick) to guard
the diamond suit.

South now led his singleton
spade and, after a fruitless ef-
fort to guess the true situation,
tried the queen finesse. East won
and knocked out the diamond king,
and now South’s only chance was
