At Brusswick and Bremen men were ar-
rested, charged with telling beforehand of
Nobling’s attempt.

At Hamburg the police closed a socialism
meeting.

The Emperor slept calmly during the after-
noon, but his appetite is not improving. Re-
membering that to-day was the anniversary of
his father's death, he was in a depressed and
prostrate condition.
