Sir Thomas Inskip, Minister for
Defence coordination, outlined the
steps being taken by the govern-
ment to prepare the war industries
for any emergency, while Win-ton
Churchill made his usual powerful
tontribution to the debate.

“Under no circumstances,” the
Prime Minister declared, “will in-
lerference on Italy’s part with the
existing regimes in Egypt and Pal-
estine be permitted. His Majesty’s
government have made it clear in
unmistakable terms that they would
regard as an unfriendly act any at-
tempt at interference in the affairs
of the territory of Egypt, as an act
fo be repelled by all the means at
their command.”

CANAL DEFENCE DISCUSSED

Mr. Baldwin said the government,
in consultation with Egypt, was
considering the defence of the Suez
Canal “in view of the changed con-
ditions caused by developments in
the air.”

“Preliminary conversations are at
present being held in Cairo with a
view to regotiation of a treaty of
ellfance between this country and
Egypt, and questions concerned with
protection of the Canal are being
taken into account,” the Prime
Minister said.

Churchill warned that “all Europe
is rearming and preparing its whole
industry for war.”

It passed
within 10 miles of Halifax City and
was sighted by the Halifax lightship
at 8:20 A. 8. T. To citizens anxious

to view her, the Hindenburg looked
like a thin cloud on the horizon.

Britain To Push Search For
Missing Red Cross Worker

LONDON, May 21—The British
QGovernment “Is taking and will
take the most energetic steps” to
clear up the whereabouts of a
Britlsh Red Cross worker missing
in Ethiopla, the House of Com-
mons was told today.

Viscount Cranborne, under-
secretary for foreign affalrs, gave
this assurance in the case of L. J.
Bonner.

Bonner, a nursing orderly, was
started by train for French Som-
aliland after undergoing treatment
for rables in Addls Ababa where
he had been bitten by a mad dog.

Lord Cranborne sald Bonner was
left behind at Diredawa May 15
when he left the train to search
for a bag containing money
which “he had either lost or been
deprived of.”

Subsequently the British Consul
at Harar, near Diredawa, was in-
formed of Itallan claims that evi-
dence had been found that Bon-
ner had been employed by the
Ethioplan army—an allegation the
Consul denied.

Urgent representations were
made to Itallan authorities two
days ago by the Consul when the
arrest of Bonrer was reported.

The government, it was disclos-
ed, is deliberating the question of
the legation guard In Addis Ababa,
raised informally by the Italians.
Rome is seeking withdrawal of the
detachment of Sikhs sent to Eth-
{opia before the war started.

25,000 FIRE
IN LOCKEPORT
NOVA SCOTIA

Six Buildings Destroy-
ed and Three Others
Badly Damaged.

LOCKPORT, N. 8, May 21—
Volunteer firefighters from nearby
towns saved Lockeport from de-
struction tonight after six build-
ings had been razed and three
others badly damaged, with a loss
of more than $25,000.

Eleven other buildings caught
fire as a strong northwest wind
carried sparks and burning paper
a quarter of a mile but the flames
were extinguished before any dam-
age was done,

Heaviest loser was George Hard-
ing, who owned the barn where the
fire started late this afternoon, His
barn, five cows, residence and fur-
niture were destroyed.

Other 'buildings razed were the
Baptist parsonage, occupied by
Rev. H. W. HIll, the parsonage gar-

age, and the residence and garage
of Hiram Lloyd.

Church Damaged

The Baptist Church was saved
after part of the roof had beén
burned but water caused serious
damage inside. Residence of Cap-
tain Ralph McKenzie and John
Stuart were damaged.

The fire broke out in the rear
of the large Harding barn about
six o'clock and within 15 minutes
the building was a mass of flame.
The farmer saved three trucks but
was blocked by a wall of fire when
he attempted to reach the cows.

While he and neighbors were still
trying to get through to the ani-
mals the Harding residence caught
fire—then the parsonage, Captain
McKenzies and a dozen houses
down the street.

Italy Cancels
Treaties With
Sanctionists

ROME, May 21—Italy con-
siders all her trade treaties
with sanctionist mnations can-
celled and her foreign trade
“must change its direction,”
an authoritative source declar-
ed today.

This view was taken by Vir-
ginio Gayda, informed writer
of the Giornale D’Italia and a
friend of Premier Mussolini.

“Fifty-two sanctionist states
introduced in a system of com-
mercial accords a new unilat-
eral practice of arrogating to
themselves the arbitrary priv-
flege of opening and closing
the faucets of trade with Tt-
aly,” he wrote.

“Commercial treaties with
sanctionist countries have been
in fact annulled by the in-
itiative of sanctionists.

FRENCH IRKED

Government Refuses
to Withdraw Troops
Fr om Ethiopia At
Request of Italy.

PARIS, May 21—The French
Government termed the expulsion
of a French priest from Ethiopia
by Italia.. forces “Inacceptable”
tonight and a protest to Rome
seemed likely.
The Government likewise refus-
ed to withdraw troops from Dir-
edawa, Ethiopla, despite an Ital-
fan request, or to permit rallroad
shipments of Italian supplies.
Joseph  Paul-Boncour, acting
Foreign Minister, called the ex-
pulsion from Ethlopia of Monsig-
nor Andre Jaroeseau, 78-year-old
head of Roman Catholic missions
there and  “Apostle of Lepers”,
“inacceptable.”
An authoritative source said a
protest is being withheld until the
order is officially confirmed.
Officlals also awaited the Pope's
reaction, saying international law
requires the Vatican’s consent for
the replacement of missionaries.
Mgr. Jarosseau, who has been in
Ethiopla for 50 years doing much
work among lepers, was ordered
from the country on grounds of
having made “hostile demon-
strations against Italy.”
“The sole question to discuss,”
said Paul-Boncour, “is whether the
expulsion was justified. We think
it was not.”
