West led the king of clubs
and then shifted o the nine of
hearts, East playing low to pro-
tect his king. Declarer won with
the ten and saw that there was
no future in ruffing a club in
| dummy at this point. This would
eventually bring his losers to &
| spade, a heart, two diamonds
and a club.
| So instead, he led & low spade
and played the ten from dum-
my. He planned to finesse if &
trump was returned and then
establish dummy's spades by
ruifing one of them.

If East, after winning the
ten of spades with the king. had |
returned a trump, South's plan
would have worked out and he
would have finished the hand
with eleven tricks.

But East realized that declar-
er was trying to set up the
spades and decided to knock out
dummy's entry. Accordingly, he
| returned the king of diamonds!

Declarer ducked in dummy,
and East, having struck gold,
continued with a diamond. West
playing the jack. Declarer de- |
cided to duck in dummy again, |
and now West. on lead, came
forth with the ace of clubs, fore-
ing dummy to ruff.

This play was necessary to
protect East's king of hearts. If
West had returned a spade, a
diamond or a heart, South
would have wound up with nine
tricks because the A-10 of dia-
monds that remained in dum-
my were by now both tricks

But when West led the ace of
| clubs, South, having  already
| lost four tricks, was forced to
ruff in dummy, and later
