They then returned to the Station-house ; but
in the interval a strong body of pnllgxo had entered it ; and in snc-
cessive sorties they seized ten soldiers and about as many of the
mob, including three women. ‘T'he prisoners were examined at
the Police-court on Wednesday, and remanded. The 15th regt.
