Several questions were listed in
the note, all of a technical nature
in connection with the terms of
the old treaty, These dealt par-
ticularly with aspects of the qual-
itative provisions of the 1936 a-
greement which Germany desired
to retain.

“PERMANENT AGREEMENT”

Britain reminded Germany of
the words of Joachim Von Rib-
bentrop, now foreign minister, who
negotiated the 1935 agreement
when he was ambassador-at-large,
describing the pact as a “perman- |
ent” agreement. Britain also point-
ed out that the agreement had no
provision for a one-sided denun-
ciation.

For this reason, the note said,
the scrapping of the pact could
not be justified by the Nazl con-
tention that Britain was trying to
“encircle” Germany or vestrict de-
velopment of German trade.

FUTURE NEGOTIATIONS

Despite the view (hat there was
“no warrant” for the denunciation
of the treaty, the British Govern-
ment referred to an offer in the
German memorandum to enter
into negotiations “in regard to
future problems” and sald an ex-
change of views would help clarify
the situation growing out of Ger-
many's action,

The note added that if what
the German Government contem-
plated was negotiation of another
agreement to replace the provis-
fons now terminated, Britain would

SHARE DESIRE

The note also dealt with Ger-
many's request that the “qualitat-
ive provisions of the Anglo-Ger-
man agreement of July 17, 1937, |
remain unaffected,” saying:—

“In principle His Majesty's Gov-
ernment would share this desire,
but they a-e bound to point out
that retention of the qualitative
provisions alone will not suffice to
create that feeling of mutual sec-
urity to which it was the purpose
of the Anglo-German agreement
to contribute and of which the
provisions for exchange of infor-
mation were the ex*™encion.
