D. D. Gray are cutstanding judges
of plowing and are here to assist us
in any way they can. May I sug-
gest that you enter heartily into
this demonstration. 1 know that
the gang plow has largely sup-
pianted the single plow. I believe
both have their place. Today we
have both kinds for you t> work
with. I xnow that most of you have
used a plow with a wheel. Have
the demonstrators set the plow cor-
rectly and then note how nicely a
plow will wirk without a wheel and
decide for yourselves which is the
beiter way.

“you will note that we are using
the jointer plow. I have observed
the need of the jointer plow in this
province. You have all noticed how
the tim-thy is showing up this yeur
in the oats. If a skimmer had been
used this grass and other trash
would have been so covered that it
would have rotted and the decayed
humus would have been available
for the crops instead of growing in
competition with them."

In a short address Mr. W. R.
Shaw, deputy minister cf agricult-
ure announced that the department
would sponsor a plowing match {7
sufficlent interest was shown by
farmers throughout the province.
He atked that all interested write
either the Department of Agricult-
ure on the Experimental Station.

Mr. D. C. Schurman gave a short
talk on forage cr:ps. He advocated
the farmers growing alfa'fa, not at-
tempting to grow large amounts at
first but finding out which parts of
thelr farms were suitable and then
growing more each year. He also
suggested the oat, peas, vetch, mix-
ture to be used when pastures are
dry or during a p-or grass year.

Mr. James McLean told the farm-
ers that the purpose of plowing was
“to prepare a seed bed for next
vear's crop. If the plowing is not
unifcrm in depth and width nelther
will the crop be uniform.” On solls
that could stand it he rec:mmen-
dated that plowing be six inches
deep, but farmers should be gulded
by local eonditions.
