Besides
these a box was found filled with sawdust,
which was saturated with a strougly smell-
ing liquid, and in the sawdust were found
feagments of a bottle made of white glass
j 15t like one found on Saturday last. : Tae
‘mavagers of the Great Western Railway
assert that the fire was purely accidental
and not due to Fenian agency. They de
clare that mno infernal mschine has been
f und, and that the ill-smelling white liGuid
which has been regarded with such suspi
cion was nothing more nor less than inno-
cent horse medicine.

Wheels found in the debris were exactly
cimilar to those in the machines used in the
ontrages at the Victoria, Psddington and
other stationa, and are of a cheap American
clock pattern. A tin containing a dark
celatinous substance was also found, and
its contents are now being analyzad. Cotton
saturaled with aleoho! protruded from the
neck of a bottle. A broken quart bottle
which hal recently contained rectified
spirit was also found in close proximity to
the sceme of the fire. It is believed that
the fuse instead of exploding the nitro-
glycerine ignited the adjacent article. A
man noticed loitering about the station on
Friday is described as having the appear-
snce of an American, with a sallow face and
wearing & moustache. He has since dis-
appeared.
