SLAM MATHEMATICS

M is usually sound to redouble
a slam ‘contract on ‘‘percentage.’
Suppose the contract is six-odd
of a major suit, doubled. A suc-
cessful redouble accounts for 360
extra points, whereas if the con-
tract goes down one, the loss
from redoubling is only another
100 points, non-vulnerable, 200
points, vulnerable. Thus, the re-
doubler is getting good odds.

It goes without saying, however,
that these figures apply only when
the redoubler has every right to
feel that a one-trick set will be
the worst that can happen. The
question of ‘‘percentage’ does not
even arise im such a case as the
followingt
