Lancaster Bombers
From Summerside
Touring Britain

LONDON, (CP)—Three Canadian
schools are flying around Britain.

They are the three Lancaster
bombers used for training as part
of the R.C.AF’s specialist naviga-
tion course. The huge planes, simi-
lar to those which did work horse
duty for the R.C.AF. and RA.F.
over Europe during the war, drop-
ped down at a British field near
Shrewsbury, Shropshire, after a 12-
hour, 2,600-mile flight from Sum-
merside, P. E. I, March 7.

They are roaming Britain tour-
ing six R.A.F. stations and the
Royal aeronautical establishment
at Farnborough, Hampshire. The
nine students, all flight lieutenants,
and their instructors, led by Wing
Cmdr. Harry A. Forbes of Tata-
magouche, N. S., planned to visit
aircraft plants and the colonial sur-
vey office.

On March 23 they head back for
Canada via the Azores.

Near the end of April they'll take
part in- a nine-day navigational
exercise in the Arctic to complete
their nine-month course.

GEORGETOWN, British Guilana,
(AP)—British authorities charged
Monday that Moscow money is try-
ing to buy hatred and unrest in
Britain’s Caribbean colonies.

Officlals sald the power of com-
munism is growing in the poor
ndeveloped colonies which dot

e Caribbean.

British colonial administrators
are worried about what measures
to take to oppose Red Infiltration.

Persons in authority here painted
the following picture:

1. Chedd! Jagan's pro-Communist
People’s Progressive party is spread-
ing its cells in British Gulana's
sugar factorles, bauxite mines and
rice fields.

2. Moscow money {s trylng “to
buy unrest and hatred” in Jam-
alca.

8. Guatemalan Communists are
suspected of supporting the leftist
People’s United party in British
Honduras. Guatemala claims Brit
ish Honduras as its territory.

Fears New Strikes

Gulana's governor Sir Alfred
Savage 18 represented as fearing
another outbreak of strikes such
as plagued the colony last year be-
fore Jagan was ousted as prime
Minister. His party won power in

the colony’s first adult suffrage
election.
Jamalica's governor Sir Hugh

Claim Moscow Pushing
Unrest In Caribbean

Foot has said the governmént of
that island possession is consider-
ing whether legislative action
could effectively isolate and des-
troy communism.

The British government itself has
been asked to determine whether
Communist money and propaganda
based in Guatemala, are at work
ir British Honduras. Because of
the fear they are, the elections
now scheduled for April 23 may
be postponed. Colonial officials
fear the People’'s United party
would win power under a new
constitution.

British investigators have just
left Georgetown after a probe of
what they called the “present con-
stitutional difficulties.” Jagan and
other leaders of the PPP boycotted
the hearings.

Chairman Sir James Robertson
indicated it would be ditficult to
find a solution to Gulana's prob-
lems,

The country now is qulet with
400 British troops standing unob-

trusive watch over - the capital,
Anti-PPP leaders say, howeve:r,
that the PPP has merely gone

underground where Jagan and his
hard core colleagues are strength-
ening their hold on Guiana’s pov-
erty-stricken African and East In-
dian population of 450,000.

The Association of Letter Car-
riers has protested the plan, which
involved giving priority to “super-
visory carriers” who are to relieve
postmen in rotation when a five-
day-week starts in the delivery ser-
vice April 1.
