“I should like to offer a few
suggestions which are helpful in
attaining success:”

“Be useful. Study and train
yourself to earn a decent living
so that you will not be burden
on society, In this connection, I
would suggest that you follow the
Rotary adage, namely: ‘“The re-
cognition of the worthiness of all
useful occupations.”” No matter
what you choose as your life
work, do your best by it.”

“When I visited London, Eng-
land, in 1953, I met a very iu-
teresting taxi driver. I asked
him if he aspired to be 2 Mem-
ber of ¢Parliament! His reply
was, ‘“‘No, I want to be the best
taxi driver in London.” If you
know the taxi drivers of London,
you will realize that to be the
best would be a very great ac-
complishment.”

HONESTY A VIRTUE

“In your work remember that
honesty is a prime viture. If you
cannot be trusted, you are of lit-
tle value in any business. In all
you do thriftiness is extremely
important. Many people have
very little simply because they
have not taken care of what they
had.”

“Guard your health - this is
your greatest possession. At the
same time, you should have
thoughtful consideration for the
less fortunate. We all remember
Whipper Billy Watson and his de-
votion to crippled children.

‘“If you are to be a man, you
should discipline yourself against
sloppiness and ill manners, over-
smoking, overdrinking, overeat -
ing, oversleeping and overwork-
ing.
