If he does, he
goes down because East takes the
ten with the king, returns a heart,
and South is licked. The nine of
spades is again the killer.
To prevent this from happening,

declarer must be sure the sec-
ond trump lead is again initiat-|
ed from dummy. When he wins
the ace of diamonds, therefore. he
crosses to dummy’s king of clubs

and leads the four of spades.
East cannot help playing the king

The heart return now finds de-
and South plays low.

clarer prepared to cope. with it.
South trumps with the jack, leads
a spade -to the ten, picking up
West's nine on the way, and eas-
ily makes the balance of the
tricks.
Played this way, there is noth-

ing at ali to the deal. It is simp-

ly a question of proper trump
manipulation.
