LONDON (CP)—Prime Minis-
ter Sir  Alec Douglas-Home
said here socialism would
ruin Britain—and he advi
voters to study what has hap-
pened in the Soviet Union.

Douglas - Home carried his
campaign for the Oct. 15 gen-
eral election into Bradford,
near Leeds in Britain's textile
belt, while Harold Wilson, La-
bor party leader, addrested a
meeting in industrial Coventry.
