QUEBEC (€P' —Hon. Paul
Sauve was sworn in Friday as
premier of Quebec and promptly
formed his cabinet, retaining all
‘those who had served under the
late Premier Maurice Duplessis
and adding one new member.

It was a busy day for Mr.
Sauve, who agreed to accept the
premiership Thursday night, a
few hours after Premier Duples-
sis~was buried in his native Trois-
Rivieres.

Within four hours, Mr. Sauve:
1. Announced formation of his
cabinet. Maurice Bellemare, 47,
chief party whip, was brought
into the cabinet as a minister
without portfolio. The attorney-
general’s. portfolio, formerly held
by Mr. Duplessis, was turned
over to Hon. Antoine Rivard who
retained his transport department
portfolio. The solicitor - general's
