Every cffort should be

mitde to attract to Canadian shores the tens

of thousands of emigrants who annually

seck homes upon this continent,  DBut, un=

fortunately, instead of thic, thousands of

our conntrymen—the young men, the bone

and sincw, the life-blood ol the population

—leave their homes cvery year to seek

their fortunes in the United States.  This
is to be deeply regretted, and ought, it
possible, to be prevented. Dot how ean

this be done most cffectually ? DBy con-
vineing them that they can obtiin remu-
nerative employment at home; that their
chanees of suceess are as good in their
native land as elsewhere 5 and that honest,
pitient, persevering effort is, in general,
sare to be rewarded,

In no departinent is auccess more cer-
tain than in that of the fisheries, No
where in this ‘wile world can this business
be so favorably prosceuted as in the mavi-
time provinees ) and as long as fish inhabig
the sea and mankind the land, the trade
can never fuil.  The nataral advantages
of the people of these provinees are very
great, The fish wo on their coasts—in
their bays and rivers—at their vevy doors,
Much ol their time may be devoted (o
other avocations; and when wind, wen-
ther, and fish iavite, they can go forth
upon short voyages, and dry and pack
their cateh upon their own land.  And
you, strango to say, with all these induce-
ments to Libor, the liberal provisions of o
benificent Provinee are unapprecinted and
neglected,  We remember secing within
a distance of some ten wiles on the wost-
crin const of Princs Lidward Island, abong
two hundred sail of Amevican fishe: men

the people upon shore were complaining

of poverty, nnd mmany of them leaving tho

country., [ strangers, with distance and

other disadvantages to contend against,

can thus find remunerative employment
in our waters, what is there to prevent
our own people doing thesame ? Annexa-
tonists woulll tell ws that wo have not the

native enerey, taet, wind perseverance ot
the New-Englunders; but the stalwart
sons ol Old England will hardly believe
the assertion.  Nations, liko individuals,
are sometimes unconscious of the avility
thai is slumbering within them, and need
to be aroused to a rvealization ol their
powers and priveleges,  Wao are doter-
mined to awasen interest in this wniter.—
we shall agitate it continually. Tho pubs
ltie men of the dominion must make then-
selves thoroughly acquainted with it the
people niust be tangiit the tolly ‘ot aban-
doning home, friends, and the gloiious
heritago ot Britons, for what may be obe-
tained at their own doors.  The Canadian
government must build up andsprotect tho
fishevies, and cneonragoe every man who
engages therein in every proper possibla
