in maintaining a clear field for
the operation.””

Dis-
joint-and- remove skin, e &
good broth with back, neck, etc.
Pick any wmeat from bones and
strain broth.

Combine well 1; teaspoon salt,
%4 teaspoon pepper , 13 teaspon
celery seed and 1 tablespoon finely
chopped parsley, and 2 to 3 table-
spoons flour. Roll each piece of
chicken well in this dredging mix-
ture; brown nicely in hot fat in
skillet, and remove to well greased
warm oven dish.

To 1'2 cups cooked rice add 1
cup coarsely grated raw carrot,
Make alternate layers of chicken
and mixed carrot and rice.

Make good gravy in pan in
which chicken was browned, using
broth and 1 cup of milk. Add
little gravy flavoring if desired.
Thiczen slightly with flour, water
paste, ard pour over chicken and
vegetables, Cover and cook at 300-
32F for about 2 to 2% hours, add-
ing little extra milk, if nece:sary,
Small new potatoes may be sub-
stituted for the rice if desired, and
