IN SUCH a case as the fol-
lowing, the average declarer auto-
matically finesses for a missing
queen because that is”the only
line ot play he sees. There may,
however, be a different line, if the
declarer surmises (or simply
guesses) that the queen is off-side.

Now
the spade ten was overtaken with
dummy's jack and South ruffed
the last club.

South
cashed the heart jack, led the
five to the ten, and drew West's
third trump with the queen while
discarding the diamond four from
the closed hand.
