HALIFAX, Aug. 9—Joe O'Hara,
the tireless Irishman from Ottawa,
won the men’s singles of the Nova
Scotia open tennis tournament, de-
feating Ed Murphy, a fellow towns-
man, in the final round Saturday.

The all-Ottawa final went the
full five sets. O'Hara was content
in the first two to remain at the
baseline and let Murphy take the
offensive.

After dropping the two sets, the
Irishman began to chase every-
thing and hit with greater power,
following to the net behind deep
drives to the corners. He dropped
only two games in the last three
geats to win the match, 2-6, 3-6,
8-0, 6-2, 6-0.

BERLIN, Aug. 9—The Canadian
standard was hoisted atop the
main po'e of the Olympic stad-
jum today, for the first time in
these 11th modern games, when
Frank Amyot of Ottawa was hon-
ored for his triumph in the canoe
singlcs Saturday.

The blond champion, six times
winner of the Dominion title, rac-
ed the 1,000-metre course In five
minutes. 32.1 seconds to lead Boh-
uslav Karlik of  Czechoslovakia,
second man across the line, by 48
seconds. Erich Koschik  of Ger-
many was another 2.1 seconds to
the rear, in third place.

BERLIN, Aug. 9—Japan’s hopes
of sweeping every men's free-style
swimming race of the current
Olympics suffered & sensational
setback today as Ferenc Cslk,
lanky Hungarian student who pre-
viously had been famous only for
his flaming competitive spirit, led
to triumph in the 100-metre final.
The lone Hungarian challenged
the great Japanese trio of Man-
anori Yusa, Shigeo Aral and Shofi
Taguchi in a final desperate 20
metre sprint and finished a scant
breath ahead of Yusa who had led
all the way.

Aral was placed third and Tag-
uchi fourth. Helmut Fischer of
Germany cfficially was fifth with
the two Americans, Peter Fick
and Art Lindegren, sixth and sev-
enth respectively.

The word “officially” is used in
Fischer's case because almost
everybody except the judge
thought Fick had nicked him by
about three inches.

The United States also captured
the women's 400-metre relay and
cracked the Olympic record with
a 469 seconds performance. Brit-
ain's team was second, a shade
ahead of the Canadian girls—Dot
Brookshaw, Hilda Cameron, Jean-
nette Dolson of Toronto, and Ail-
een Meagher of Halifax.

The only other event of the
concluding day, the women’s high
jump, was won by Igolya Csak of
Hungary in a jump off after a
three-way tie developed for first
place. Miss Czak, with Dorothy
Obam of England and Germany's
Elfriede Kaun, tied at 160 metres
(five feet three inches) in the
regular competition. The Hungar-
jan girl then leaped five feet
3 25-32 inches to take the cham-
pionship, with Miss Odam beating
out the fraulein for second place.

Margaret Bell of Vancouver was
a disappointment in this event.
Although the tall, slender Canad-
jan miss had recorded five feet
three inches at home, she failed to
clear five feet here and did not
reach the finals.
