LONDON (AP) — Britain Mon-
day gave a welcome of pomp and
pageantry unrivalled since the
coronation to Feisal dI, king of
Iraq, whose thfone has become a
prize in the East-West power
struggle.

The 21-year-old bachelor mon-
arch looked grave in his role as
the lone treaty ally of the West
in an Arab world, turning slowly
towards neutralism.

Britain and the United States
have pledged to push along the
five - nation Baghdad Pact of
which Feisal’s desert kingdom is

the only Arab member. The Rus- !

sians have sworn to seck the dis-
solution of the alliance along their
southern borders.

A smiling Queen Elizabeth led
the Royal Family out in force to
greet Feisal soon after his arrival
at Dover in a British warship. She
was accompanied by Prime Min-
ister Eden and other government
leaders.

HAMBURG, Germany (AP)—
Prime Minister Nehru of India
Monday urged the big powers to
end thelr domination of other
states.

“We have to recognize that it
is wrong to interfere with another
state’s affairs by aggression or by
changing its internal organiza-
tion by political or economie
means. Domination is bad for the
dominated, but worse still for
those who dominate them,” said
Nehru.
