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A Victory For Moderation

Once again the
the British Labour Party have
triumphed over the impatient doc-
trinaire segment which sees nation-
alization of all industry as the last
best hope of the nation. At their
annual meeting in Margate dele-
gates were confronted with the
perennial demand to adopt ‘“red-
blooded” Socialist policies and to
abandon the moderate, long-view
concept as advocated by the officiul
party leadership. This time the de-
mand came from a Glasgow group
of left-wing extremists who are
said to feel that last May's defeat
for Labour was due to its comprom-
ising stand with respect to all-out
nationalization. This view, however,
would seem to be hasty and ill-con-
sidered; for it is obvious that, had
that been the trouble, Mr. Aneurin
Bevan and his small group of dis-
sidents, who certainly cannot be
called moderate, would have made a
really good showing on the election
sheets. Actually, it was the other
way round. Only those Labour can-
didates who spoke softly on nation-
alization added up impressive totals,
although some of the others—very
few of them—managed to get elect-
ed.

As Mr. James Griffiths, who led
the successful opposition to the
Glasgow group’s proposal, pointed
out, the Labour Party has plenty of
really important subjects to occupy
its attention and study between now
and the next election, without delv-
ing into experiments which, how-
ever worthy they may be in prin-
ciple, can await a more appropriate
season. He referred, among other
things, to housing, the nuclear age
and automaton, education, agricul-
ture, and the relationship of the in-
dividual to society. These are
weighty matters, a hundred-fold
weightier than all-out nationaliz-
ation of industry, which at best is a
dubious remedy for economic ills.

It is good to know that respon-

Party are willing and anxious to put
Issues that concern the entire pop-
ulation ahead of secondary matters
of merely sectional interest.

The Federal Government pro-
" posal is to bring every province not
already above it, up to the level, per
capita, of Ontario and British Col-
umbia combined. This figure 1s
$31.78 per capita. As the conference
now stands, no province would get
less than this sum—$31.78 per cap-
ita.

This may be compared with the

per capita amount that the provin-
| ces received from the tax rental
agreements in the fiscal year 1954-
] 535. They were: Newfoundland
| $34.07; P.EI $37.25; Nova Scotia
| $30.41; New Brunswick $31.13:
Quebec (if it had an agreement)
$29.13; Manitoba $31.62; Sask-
atchewan $30.33; Alberta $30.61;
British Columbia $31.51.

Ontario would be above the
average and would get no equaliza-
tion payment. Prince Edward Island
and Newfoundland would have to
get along with what they are re-
ceiving now until such time as the

national average under the new
formula rose above their present
payments.

Mr. St. Laurent made it clear
that the outline of Plan C must not
be regarded as final.

VITAMINS FOR BABY

Babies need vitamins — and
plenty of them.

But while it's up to you parents
to see that your infant gets the
right foods to supply these vita-
mins, it is possible that few of
you know which foods are rich ip
vitamin content.

Here's a list of the vitamin
your baby needs and the foods
that supply them: .

Vitamin A—Lack of this vita-
min may cause dryness and thick-
ening of the skin and mucous
membranes of the body. The vita-
min is found in large amounts in
liver, eggs, butter, cream, fruits,
(such as bananas, peaches and
apricots), and in vegetables (such
as asparagus, carrots, spinach,
peas. and sweet potatoes). Some
fish-liver oils—cod and halibut, for
example—are rich in vitamin A.

Vitamin B—Beriheri. failure to
grow properly and loss of appetite
may result if not enough of this
vitamin is taken into the body.
Large amounts of it are present in
liver, whole-grain cereals, egg
yoll and many vegetables.

Vitamin B2 or Riboflavin—Lack
of vitamin B2 causes cracks about
the mouth. inflammation of the
lips. certain eye troubles and scaly
rash around the nose. It is found
in veast. liver. whole-grain wheat
cereals, milk, egg yolk, meat and
in_such vegetables as peas, spin-
ach and kale.

To Prevent Anemia

Vitamin B12—This vitamin is
needed for normal growth and
prevent anemia. Probably the best
source is liver.

Niacin  or pellagra-preventive
or PP factor—Lack of this factor
results in a disease called pellag-
ra, causing a skin rash, trouble
with the digestive organs and a
disturbance of the nervous sys-
tem. In general, the factor is
found in the same foods as ribo-
flavin.

Vitamin C or Ascorbic Acid—If
the diet does not provide enough
vitamin C, scurvy might oceur.
It is especially abundant in fruits
such as oranges, lemons, tanger-
ines, grapefruit, tomatoes and
strawberries

Vitamin K—Blood does not clot
properly when this vitamin is lack-
ing. It is found chiefly in green
leafy vegetables such as spinach;
also in tomatoes.

QUESTION AND ANSWER
