WIMBLEDON, England, July 1—
Fred Perry today blasted his way
into the final round of the a!l-Eng-
land tennis singles championsbip n
his quest for his third straight title.
He called up all his reserves to beat
Don Budge of California in rour
sets 5-7, 6-4, 6-3, 6-4.

In the championship round, to te
played on Friday, he will meet lis
opponent in the 1935 final match,
the smooth-stroking Baron Gottfried
Ven Cramm of Germany, who today
conquered H. W. “Bunny” Austin
8-6, 6-3, 2-6, 6-3.

In last year's final Perry bLeat
Von Cramm 6-2, 6-4, 6-4, and book-
makers favored him to repeat this
year at odds of 3 to 2.

A capacity crowd, estimated at
18,000, watched the two thrilling
cemi-finals which provided some of
the best tennis ever seen at Wim-
bledon.

Perry had his countrymen on
edge by losing four games straignt
to Budge in the first set after he
apparently had it “in the bag” at
5-3. Budge ran out the set at 7-3

In the second set, however, Perry
had all his shots working, collecting
the first three games with the lcss
of only two points. He covered the
court at lightning speed and pouuc-
:ng on Budge's short shots, stowed
them away for winners.

Perry continued to attack vigor-
ously in the third set, holding his
own service and straining every
nerve to break that of the Ameri-
can. He forced Budge to 9-7 in “he
fourth game on the latter's service.
In the eighth game he broke
through after a terrific onslaught
at the net. After that it was rou-
tine to’cannonball his way through
tne ninth game and teke the set.

Budge breke Perry's service at the

4-2, his backhand working famously,
but the Briton returned the compli-
ment and managed to square the
match at four all. Perry broke
