No: they
knew their duty too well to make any such iovidious dis-
tinctions.  The selection was simply made from aw-
ongst the most respectable of our citizens of what.
| ever country, ereed, profession, or occupation ; and of the
number of those who were 8o especially honored, not
the fewest were [rishmen, bith Catlholies and Protestants.
Of the Irish Society’s being tainted with Fenianism. the Go-
veroment entertained not the smallest suspicion. They nad
perfect confidence in the individual loyalty of its members ;
and, in its corporate eapacity, they koew that 1t had never
been the parent, or the nurse, of treason or of crime. The
majority of its members, it is well known, are Roman Ca-
tholies : but, in that majority, as such, by their reverence for
their clergy and therr ever ready and willing obedience to
their ll‘ju“clloll! u.ud k’dllllu.kl]‘js. the G yveroment knew tlwy
have the best guaranty that can possibly be affurded for their
holding themselves aloof fro n 80 wiscreant and godless an as-
sociation as that of the Fenians.

| possession of the minds of any of our Irish Roman Catholic
subjeets, in Prinece Edward Island, who are known to live in
due observanee of their religious duties, has never yet entered
icto the wind of any wewber of the Government.  We will
| mot, however, say that we were insensible of the fact that, inour
lafge population, both in town and country, there might have
| been found many lovse, debauehed and altogether rutianly
| eharacters, fit associates for the Fenian Brotherhood, who
would have rejoiced 10 any opportuiity for robbery and plun-
der, which, for want of due precaution on the part of the
Government, might have arisen n Charlottetown on St. Pa
trick’s Day or in the evening of that day. We did not, in-
deed, believe that any measure had been eoncerted, by such
characters, for a regular outbreak, and deeds of vivlence and
plunder on that day : but we bad been warned that danger
was, at that time, to be apprehended ; and we, therefore, had
recourse to such preeautionary measures for its prevention,

for the defence of the colony. 1 also hope that means will be
adopted to jut the wilitia upon u preper and efficient standing,
in order that none ol the neighboring Colunies, which [ might
soy, are yielding up their ndependance, would have it in|
their power to say thatit is theie resourees that are to defend us.
