The
Christians of Mount Lebanon, governed by the Fmir Besehir,
are to have a representative at Constantinople, to report di-
rectly their grievances to the Sultan aud the Ambassadors
of the Christian powers......2. His Holiness the Partiiarch of
the Maronite Christians is to have a_representative at Con-
stantinople charged with similar_functions.....3. The Christ-
ians of all denominations at Jerusalem, and likewise Jews,
are to be under the. . control of a Governor, charged to pro-
tect them from the oppréssion of the Pachas and insolence
of the Moslems......4. The taxes levied upon the inhabitants
are to be equalised, and Christians are’ not to bear heavier
financial burthens than Moslems.
