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- Opportunity Knocidng

Recently we had occasion to comment
in these columns on the excellent work be-
ing done in the Province by our Federal
and Provincial agricultural officials, and on
the fortunate circumstance that they not
only work harmoniously together, but with
the fullest co-operation of our farm organ-
ization leaders and farmers generally. An
outstanding example is the record achieved
by Mr. Harold Clay as senior livestock field-
man with the Dominion Department of
Agriculture, and the signal tribute paid to
him in the presentation on Tuesday night,
by the Premier of the Province, of a certif-
icate of appreciation of his services, par-
ticularly in connection with the develop-
ment of Island Yorkshire swine. This hon-
our is one which Mr. Clay well deserves,
and which he has every reason to value
most highly.

In speaking at the meeting, Premier
Jones took occasion to call attention once
more 1o the great possibilities of this Prov-
ince as the “bread-basket” of Eastern Can-
ada, emphasizing our marketing opportun-
ities in the neighboring Gulf communities.
As a dairyman, he cited particularly the
need of a milk concentration plant. Pro-
cessing of all our perishable products on a
larger scale is becoming of more and more
importance in view of increasing freight
charges, and if we can develop these in-
dustries along with improved - water and
truck transportation it will mean millions
of dollars more in revenue to the Province.
Future developments in Labrador and
Newfoundland, on a scale involving im-
mense food requirements, should be kept
constantly in mind. Geographically we are
ideally situated, and there can be no ques-
tion either as to the quality of our pro-
ducts. What is required is larger -capital
investment in ,both our agricultural and
fishery indystries. We shall never make
progress in this direction if we listen to
the pessimists, or fail in vision and enter-
prise when opportunity knocks at the door.

No Open Season On Pedestrians

The rule of the road at sea clearly lays
down who shall give way when ships ap-
proach one another at various angles. There
is-an over-riding rule, however, that re-
quires any necessary action to be taken to
avoid immediate danger even although it
involves a breech of the ordinary rule of
the road. .

The wise provision of maritime law is
applicable also on the highways, as was il-
lustrated recently when damages were
awarded against a Winnipeg truck driver
for the death of a pedestrian, despite the
fact that the victim had stepped into an in-
lersection against a red light.

The fact is that there is never an open
season on any user of the highway. What-
sver faults may have been committed, it is
still a legal obligation of all others to do
averything reasonably possible to avoid an
accident,

Tourist Dollars

While more American tourists visited
Canada than in the previous 12 months, the
total spending of these visitors was actual-
ly less. At the same time the spending of
Canadian tourists in the United States
jumped up sharply. .

If this trend continues, predicts the Fi-
nancial Post, instead of having a substantial
balance in our favor in international tourist
trade, we may well find that we are run-
ning behind.

Canadian business, it warns, has re-
sponsibilities in meeting this problem. Over-
charging by a few merchants or a few re-
sort owners can sour the trade for every-
one. It may sound commonplace, but it is
true just the same to say that the best
hoosters for the tourist industry are the
tourists themselves. If they have enjoyed
a good holiday in Canada, have found our
beds comfortable and our prices moderate,
these people will tell their friends to come
here. If they feel they have been disap-
pointed they will also tell their friends but
it will be to stay away.

Business alone, however, cannot solve
this' problem. In a great many cases even
it merchants shaved profits to the bone,
their prices Would still be much above the

level in the United States. The reason is
taxation. On a great many commodities,
_taxes are very much higher than in
8. 'Tobacco products, camera sup-

plies, sporting goods, gasoline, so-called lux-
ury items are examples. Moreover, these
are the very things that bulk so largely in
holiday spending. ) :
“When a person visits another country
he expects to find conditions different from
those he has at home,” says the Post.
“From a tourist standpoint, at least, we
would be making a big mistake to attempt
to turn Canada into an imitation of the
United States. But there is always an ex-
ception to any general rule and higher costs
come very definitely in that category.”

MILITIA STRENGTH

From a letter from Col. John
Hamilton Grey, Adjutant General
of Militia, to Lieutenant Governor
Robinson, 3rd January, 1872:

“It is with regret that I anm
again to report that the nominal
strength of the Reserve Militla
falls far short of the number
which should have attended mus-
ter, more than one half the pop-
ulation having failed to comply
the obligations of
which are of the highest order,
and of vital importance to a free
and loyal people.

“The census returns show 23,191
males of the prescribed age, and
yet only 11,918 out of this number
have their names on the muster
rolls. It is obvious that so glar-
ing an evasion of the law gives
rise to many complaints, and much
discontent among the Lieut. Col-
onels, who, however zealously they
strive to do their duty, yet, owing
to the cause set forth in my last
year’s reporf, see their orders
treated with contempt, and are
wholly powerless to remedy this
great evil,
