Photographed above is the new
type of school presently being er-
ected on the north end of the com-
munity Welfare League Grounds
at Montague.

The school, which is 111 feet by
54 feet, is of six classroom design
In the centre of the building is a
T-corridor.,On the top of the “T"”
are two classrooms and on each
side of the stem of the “T" are
also two classrooms.

The average size of each class-
room is dpproximately 30 feet by
22 feet, and each room contalns
coat lockers, a teacher's locker and
a book case, together with a black-
board on each of the walls.

Day lighting wlll‘ be by five large
windows in each room, and night
lighting by fluorescent lights. The
rooms will ‘be finished in ten-test,
and the wainscos.tlng of a masonite
finish.

The left arm of the “T” will be a
teachers room, and the right arm
will be the main entrané: which
will face south.

The basement will include the
furnace room, laboratory, storage
rooms, room for possible kitchen,
lavatories, .. space for a possible
health room, and an .auditorium.

‘The building will be heated by
an oil furnace, and the heat con-
ducted by pipes to all parts of the
building. In the laboratory are three
to four experimental tables and
equipment shelving, and to the
rear is a storage room for chemis-
try and physics stock. Although the
space is being provided, it is not
definite whether the kitchen wil
be finished, but it is a matter for

the future should the need a-rise.
The health room, however, will be
of use during clinic periods, and
will serve a large student body.
The auditorium 5 approximate-
ly 90 feet long and 30 feet wide.
with a stage and dressing rooms
at one end. Entrance to the audl-
torium is gained from an outside
stairway on the north side of the
building. Lighting throughout the
basement will also be fluorescent.
The completed school is designed
to present a fine exterlor and in-
terior appearance, and with its
completion, and also that of the
landscaping of the grounds, Mon-
tague will have a new school of
which its ciflzens may well be
proud. . .
