Dairy Situation

In spite of the dry weather and
poor weather and poor pastures in
June, butter production is holding
it's own with last year on the pro-
vincial level.

The quality of our butter has
never been better. Our dairy in-
spectors report that only in a very
rare instance are they finding a
churning of second grade butter.
Of course, at this period of the
year most of our surplus is being
put up in solids and is moving in-
to storage. It is difficult for our
factories to sell first grade prints
in competition with lower grade
butter from other parts which is
coming in to the Nova Scotia and
Newfoundland markets at lower
prices.
Every effort is being made to
have similar legislation enacted in
Nova Scotia whereby all butter
sold to consumers must be stamp-
ed according to grade. This legis-
lation has already been passed on
the Island and in New Brunswick.
The managers and salesmen of
our cheese factories met Monday
evening to iron out some market-
ing problems. The cheese market
for Island Cheddar cheese is good.
Hoivever, only limited quantities
are available for market yet. .

tonight were labelled “a fraua and
a hoax” in a report by the Demo-
cratic majority of a Senate in-
quiry committee.

It accused him of “perhaps the
most nefarious campaign of half-
truths and untruths” in the his
tory of the United States.

The three senators, Millard
Tydings (Md), Theodore Green (R
1) and Brien McMahon (Conn),
sald McCarthy failed to prove a
single basic accusation. They said
he used “the totalitarian technique
of the big lie.” The report ranks as
one of the bitterest denunciations
by senators of a colleague ccimgress
has ever seen.

Senator Henry C. Lodge, Jr,
Massachusetts Republican, how-
ever, filed a minority report which
said the stormy four-month in-
vestigation “must be set down as
superficial and inconclusive...a
tangle of loose threads...of leads
which were not followed up.” Lodge
said that too frequently the tone of
the imquiry, as set by the Demo-
crats, lacked impartiality.

Senator Bourke Hickenlooper of
Iowa, the other Republicanmember
of the investigating committee, did
not submit a report. He said, how-
ever, that he finds himself “in gen-
eral agreement” with the Locge re-
ort.

P Lodge did agree with the major-
ity that McCarthy had not proved
the key case on which the Wis-
consin  legislator said all his
charges of Communism, which
centred about the state depart-
ment, would stand or fall. ~That
concerned Owen Lattimore, Amer-
jcan Far Eastern Affairs expert
accused by McCarthy of being
Russia’s top spy in the United
States.

But unlike the Democrats, Lodge
said there was an incomplete in-
vestigation regarding Lattimore, a
Johns Hopkins University professor
and occasional consultant to the
state  department. Lodge added
that under the circumstances his
conclusion dealing with Lattimore
was “inescapably tentative.”
The Democrats asserted they
found “no evidence to support the
charge that Owen Lattimore is the
‘top Russian spy’ or, for that mat-
ter, any other kind of a spy.’ The
majority also cleared Lattimore of
“Communist” charges fired at him
by ex-Communist Louis F. Budenz.
Lodge also said the allegation was
not proved.

McCarthy himself promptly des-
cribed the report by the Demo-
cratic majority as “gigantic in its
fraud and deep in its deceit.”

He called it “a greem light to the
Red fifth column in the Unitei
States .”

The Democrats’ 350,000-word re-
port bristled with declarations that
McCarthy lied time and again.

Samuel Richardson had lived for
almost half e century before he
determined to make himself fam-
ous by following some literary
path. The novel, Pamela, was the
magic wand which the poor print-
er used. He certainly succeeded
beyond his fondest dreams and
for the first time in his life he
was able to enjoy some of the
good things of life.

8o to the little printer of Sails-
bury Square goes the credit of
writing the first piece of fiction
in which the natures of Imagin-
ary people became almost as in-
teresting as in real life. When a
writer spins a new type of yarn,
or invents some unique way of ex-
pressing  himself, it frequently
happens that other authors be-
gin to imitate his style. So it hap-
pened with Richardson’s Pamela,
a new army of writers sprang up
who were more gifted than the
author we have been discussing.
‘These brought e fresher, livelier
tempo to the new type of fiction
finally placing it upon the high
pinnacle where we find it today.

Samuel Richardson died on
July 4, 1781, and by his own wish
was interred in the Church Ceme-
tery of St. Bride, near the place
where so much of his life had
been passed.
