Why should we love God? Be-
cause He has first loved us. Today
I would like to dwell for a while
upon the first evidence of God's
love—Creation—and upon our reac-
tion to that love.

Apart from God, the world loses
all its beauty and all its meaning,
and man fails to fit into hig place,
fails to fulfill his function.

To understand this we must be-
gin at the beginning: In the begin-
ning, the Word was with God.
