PROPRIETARY CLAIMS.

To tne Lrrrer or s ExaMiNer.

Sir—Ever since I had the honour of being elected to a
scat in the House of Assembly, about eighteen years ago, |
have been desirous to have settled in some way the long
vexed question between landlord and tenant.

lunable to carry out my own projects, I readily gave all the

assistance I could towauds prosecuting the enquiry before the
Royal Commissioners and was maiuly induced to do so from
having learned that the gentlemen appointed by Ier Ma-
jesty to settle the iwmportant questions at issue were empower-
ed and determined to make u f{ree, open and searching en-
quiry into everything connected with the lenseho'd tenure.
Sinee the elosing of the Court, I have ot failed ta impross
apon such of the tenantry as cawme to solicit my advice, the
propriety and necessity of their complying with the Lion.
Mr, Gray's recommendation with respect to the payment o
the last year's rent, which would be gonditional on the pro-

!prictars pot enforcing the collection of the back rents. 1
lam aware that very many of the tenants as well as frechold-
'ers think that no rents at all should be paid until the Com-
! missioners shall have givon their award ; but let this view of

the case be right or wrong, I am satisfied the majority of the
tenants would pay oue year’s rent, if ordinary forbearaunce
and modcration were practised by proprietors and agents.
Buat scarcely had the Commissiouers tuken their departure

Oue of the cir-
culars referred to has been gerved on a tenant residing on
Lot 36; but this mun, who has been thus threatened, gave
his bond last winter, for the payment at a certain time, of
all arrears of rent, and the boud is not yet duz. ut this
is a slight imposition in comparison with the general trestment
which many poor tenants on Lot 3G have received at the haunds
of a certain proprictor, The Builil was sent amongst them,
and actually distraived for reat, on the 29tk Qctober, twelve
days before the time mentioned in the circular for the payment
of the year’s rent.
