The next step is to look for the
most promising means of getting
a seventh trick. The answer is
not so obvious because if he tries
to establish either a spade or &
club trick by finessing the nine,
he cannot be sure it will succeed,
and il the actual’ hand, it will
not.

There is, nevertheless, & proper
procedure to manufacture a sev-
enth trick, and that consists of
leading neither of the black suits,
but compelling the opponents to
do 8o, To bring this about, declar-
er must be sufficiently aware of
the situation which will arise
eight tricks later to recognize
that going up with the diamond
king on the epening lead is the
crucial play.

After ¢ashing four heart tricks,
South takes the ace of diamonds
and’ relinquishes the lead by play-
ing a diamond. The defenders win
this and cash a fourth round of
diamonds.

South, in the meantime, has
come down to five cards. They
consist of, let us say, three spades
and two clubs. The dummy, at
the same. time, has two spades
and ‘three clubs. When the op-
ponents cash their two aces and
kings, they will have to concede
the last trick to the queen of
