Monday he won the 100
metre dash and yesterday it was
the broad jump. He is the first
Olympian to turn the “hat trick”
since peerless Paavo Nurmi did it
in 1924,

Ken Carpenter, brawny Calif-
ornian, tossed the discus 165 feet
7 29-64 inches for a triumph that
displaced the former Olympic

standard of 162 feet 4 7-8 inches.
Then Earle Meadows soared 14
feet 2 15-16 inches to take the pole
vault medal.
