EXPECT SOVIET REJECTION

The Indo-China discussions wilt
probably continue for most of the
week. Russia is expected to lead
off today by rejecting the French
plan for an internationallycon-
trolled armistice.

In its place, Russia will probab-
ly put forth a proposal for an im-
mediate end of hostilitles leaving
the French Union forces and the
Vietminh rebels in control of ter-
ritory they now hold. The French
plan would compel the Vietminh
to give up many positions.

The' Russian plan would appeal
to public opinion in France, eager
for an end to Indo-China blood-|
shed, and to the nations of south-
east Asia.

But a settlement on such terms
would favor the Communists and
as such would be opposed by the
West.

This involves a Russian bid Sat-
urday to have pro-Communist
rebel groups in the states of Laos
and OCambodia included at the

conference tables.
A delegation representing the
Vietminh rebels already is in-

cluded. But the Russians are not
expected to press for inclusion of
the other two.

ASKED CEASE-FIRE

French Foreign Minister Bidault,
his voice choked with emotion,
placed a 10-page plan before the
opening session Saturday in which
he asked for an immediate cease-
fire to be guaranteed by the nine
nations attending the conference.

After the cease-fire, Bidault said,
the political problems between
Viet Nam and her Vietminh foes
could be tackled. But, he added,
these problems could be carried
out only through free elections
carried out in complete independ-

ence.

Bidault was seated for the first
time with representatives of
France's Communist-led Vietminh
enemies headed by Foreign Mini-
ster Pham Van Dong.

Present for the opening of the
talks were representatives of the
Big Four, Red China, Vietminh,
and the three assoclated states of

American and British forces,
maintaining that the main brunt
of the fighting in Europe was borne
by the Soviet Army.)

Zhukov went on to say that after

It will have a capa-
city of 240,000 barrels of crude oil
and a speed of 16 knots.

FITTED FOR SEA

When launched, the Andros For-
tune was completely fitted for sea.’
She will undergo a test run before
going into service but quarters for
the crew of 44 have been painted
and equipped and the ship’s steam
turbines, developing 12,500 horse-
power to propel the single screw,
are ready for use.

The poop deck, bridge and fore-
castle form three islands on the
Andros Fortune's superstructure.
The stern is in a ‘‘cruiser’ style.

She is to be equipped with radar,
gyro compass, echo sounder, elec-
tric telegraphs and helm and revo-
lution indicators.

Biggest task facing the margarine
manufacturers s to convince
the wives their new, branded pro-
duct bears little resemblence to
the nameless “pool” margarine
that’s been handed over grocery
counters under government Aauspl-
ces for years.

North America “where butter has
not been rationed for years,” is
a main advertising claim for one
producer. A big ad run by this firm
Kraft Foods shows a little girl
licking a slice of bread covered
with a yellow material that is
obviously margarine, with the com-
ment “bet you like it better than
butter.”

The claim that margarine sa'es
are soaring in so rich a dalry
country as the United States par-
ticularly rankles with the butter in-
dustry. So the dalry farmers cf
Denmark, Australia and New Zea-
land, who provide more than 8f
per cent of Britain's butter, have
set up a Butter Information Coun-
cil to make suitable reply.

Their advertisements show three
dainty, beribboned cows, one for
each country concerned, smiling a
“take it from us—butter is best.”

GEN. DE GAULLE

PARIS (Reuters) —Armed police
clashed Sunday with supporters of
Gen. Charles de Gaulle at the Arc
de Triomphe as France tried to
sort out its feelings over the de-
feat of Dien Bien Phu.

Truckloads of police were
parked in every avenue surround-
ing the arch and in the side
streets. Planes hovered overhead
to relay information to the ground
forces.

De Gaulle had called for a
meeting of his followers to gather
at the arch for a moment of
vabsolute silence” in protest
against the European army and
French government policy.

NO NEWS ON FATE OF WOUNDED AT

FALLEN DIEN BIEN

By JOHN RODERICK

SAIGON, Indo-China (AP)—What
has become of the wounded at
Dien Bien Phu?

An observation plane which flew
over the shattered fortress Sunday
dropped medic al supplies but
brought back no word to Gen.
Henri Navarre, French Union com-
mander in Indo-China, on what
happened to the wounded after
Red-led rebels overwhelmed the
northern Indo - Chinese stronghold
Friday.

The wounded, estimated at 800
to 1,000, lay on litters in an under-
ground hospital as the 57-day siege
reached its climax. No word of
their fate has reached the outside
world. Nor has there been any
word of the French nurse, Genev-
jeve de Galard Terraube, who had
been caring for them.

The rebels turned a deaf ear
to French appeals for a cease-fire
during the siege to permit removal

'of the battle casualties by plane.

NO ANSWER

Bidault’s early statement of

France's position was designed to
find out what peace in Indo-China
will cost. But there was no im-
mediate answer from the other

Under the French proposal for
a cease-fire, the commanders-in.

A French high command spokes-
man in Hanoi said he doubted
whether the rebels now would
mount another general offensive in
northern Indo-China before' the sea-
sonal monsoon rains hit their peak
in late June.

“Their battle corps is broken,"
the spokesman said, referring to
heavy rebel losses in the long fight
to erush Dien Bien Phu. Over-all
