FROZEN MILK OR CREAM

Frozen milk or cream is a pro-
belm to all dairy plant managers
during the late fall and winter
months. When milk or cream ar-
rives at a dairy manufacturing
plant whether it be a creamery,
cheese factory, fluid or evaporated
milk plant in a partly or wholly
frozen condition it is almost im-
possible to secure from it a re-
presentative sample.

The product in the can usually
treezes from the surface down and
from the sides toward the center.
However, in the ease of milk the
cream is usuallg in the surface
layer and in the case of cream the
richer cream is. at the top. The
frozen milk and eream in the top
of the can is usually abnormally
high in fat. The percentage of fat
in the frozen and unfrozen portion
is dependent, therefore, on the ex-
tent of creaming that has taken
place prior to and during the pro-
ressive freezing causing samples
taken from such cans to be of un-
certain fat content.

In order to receive accurate re-
{urns during the winter months the
producer must take every pre-
caution to keep his product from
freezing, Just b the outsid
temperatures are lower doesn’t
n mean you can discard
your cooling tank. It is just as
important to keep your milk and
cream at a temperature between
40 deg. and 45 deg. F. in winter
as in summer, If the above practise
is followed it will enable the plant
manager to take a representative
sample of your milk or eream,
which in turn will mean more ac-
curate butterfat tests to the pro-
ducer.

RAISING DAIRY HEIFERS

The statement ‘“you can make or
break a heifer in the first year of
her life”, may have in it more
truth than poetry. It is generally
conceded that the first year is
very important, and the foundation
of a cow is laid the first year and
should be on rock and mot sinking
sand. The calf should be born in
tlean, well disinfected pen, it
should be licked by jts mother, or
rubbed well with a bag or straw.
We won't get into a controversy
as to whether the cow should nurse
the calf the first few days or
whether it should be taken away
immediately it is born, there are
advantages and disadvantages in
both methods. However, it is most
important that the calf should get

too much middle, the liquids and

and
be watched. If a calf is getting

roughage should be cut down and
more concentrates fed, and vice
versa. However, a heifer calf should
have plenty of middle, and as her
job is to manufacture roughage, her
digestive system should be develop-
ed as she grows. The art of rais-
ing calves is to keep them grow-
ing, with a loose skin and shiny
coat which denotes thriftiness. It
is better to have them a little on
the thin side than overfat.
