whole or any part of any dwelling house, any
person being therein, or destroy or damage any
building with intent, in any of such cases, to
murder any person, or whereby the life of any
person shall be endangered, shall be guilty of
felony, and shall be liable to be imprisoned
with or without hard labor, in the common jail
or house of correction, for any term not exceed-
ing twenty-one years; and if a male, to be once,
twice, or thrice publicly or privately whipped,
if the Court before whom he shall be tried
shall so think fit, in addition to such imprison-
ment as he shall be sentenced to.
