Mr Clark referred them to a
minute of an order-in-council
passed in August 1956 The de-
legation was shown that ac-
cording to the minute the first
requirement for the establish-
ment of a grade XI or grade XII
is to receive the written author
ization of the Minister, (that is
if they expect to receive financ-
ial assistance from the Govern-
ment).
MUST MEET REQUIREMENTS
The Minister told them he was
willing to grant such authority
providing the other clauses of
the order were complied with.

The other clauses read as fol-
lows:
“No district shall establish a
new grade XI without an enroll-
ment of 20 pupils in ‘full time at-
tendance or shall establish a
grade XII without an enrolment
of 15 pupils and no district shall
maintain such grades where the
number of pupils falls below 15

1 except on a temporary basis and

with special permission from the
Minister who must be satisfied

{|that such enrolment is likely to

be temporary and where the
number of pupils falls below 15
in any grade, except as herein-
after provided, the Department
shall pay on a proportionate
basis the salary of the teacher
concerned and the balance shall
be paid to the teacher by the dis-
trict.

“In districts employing more
than one teacher the number of
full time students enrolled in ac-
tual attendance shall not be
less than the following:

(a) Two teachers, a minimum
of either 15 students for each
grade or a total of 35

(b) An additional 25 students
for each additional teacher there
after

“Every district having a grade
XI or XII must have a separate
classroom for each grade"
