Ifa “Medical Act” be necessary (of
which I have grave doubts) to protect the
people against frand, or maltreatment,
should it ot be the people’s peculiar
right to make use of 1t? Why should the
medical men or a medical council be so
officious in the matter of prosecution ?
Possibly they think themselves injured.
If so, let us ask in what respect ? It cer-
tainly is mot physically, because they do
not employ these unregistered men. It
must, therefore, be from a loss of custom,
or the revealing to the public their utter
ignorance.

It is time that this obnoxious act was
wiped from our statute books, as it is un-
doubtedly for the protection of a famous
class of men, who have not the interest of
the public in view, but rather their
own aggrandisement.

It is feared in conlonial circles at Lon-
don that the question of procedure which
compelled the Government to withdraw
from the Lords the bill to enable Canada |
and Australia toenter into mutual treaty ,
arrangements will seriously retard this
outcome of the Ottawa Intercolonial Con-
ference. The officials of the House of Com-
mouns objected that the bill, which affected
the Customs duties, should begin in the
Upper House, and declare it must be in-
pitiated in the Commons, The Govern-
ment will introduce the bill into the Com~
mons, but the business there is very much
congested, and the prospects for the bill’s
passage are not bright.

There are satisfactory indications of
slight improvement in trade generally
throughcet the Southern cities of the
United States, but in the east there is no
noticeable change, except at Piutsburg,
where more activity is felt in iron and
steel chiefly. The only encouragement in
the west is at Louisville, Chicago and St.
Paul. In the northwest there is no im-
provement.  Agricultural products are
somewhat better. In the leading indus-
tries there are not so many people em-
ployed as was the case last week. Activ-
ity in wire, wire rods, and barbed wire ‘
continues. The market for colton goods
i rather more busy, with an improve-
ment in some lines. There has been a
more active demand for the better class
of woolen goods, while the enquiry for in-
ferior brands is dull. Failures for the
week in the United States have been 250,
as compared with 261 in the correspond-
ing week of last year.
